+ Coming to Taiwan and getting your ARC

If you are coming to Taiwan for just 1 semester as an exchange student, you will most likely not apply for an ARC (Alien Resident
Certificate) or be enrolled in the NHI (National Health Insurance). But if you are coming to study Chinese or to pursue a degree,
you will likely need to apply for your ARC. Your school should give you all the documents you need, and then you go to the
Immigration Agency and file. After 4 months, you will be eligible to enroll in NHI (this is mandatory). Your school should enroll you
automatically. For more information, go to the website.

+ Scholarships

Taiwan offers a lot of excellent scholarship opportunities. There are full scholarships given by the (open to most countries),
(mainly for countries with ties to Taiwan), and (mainly for developing countries that are Taiwan’s allies). There are also
a lot of universities offering some type of scholarship or awards. Visit the website to find a comprehensive list.
